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            RE:  2017 Disabled Veteran’s Property Tax Exemption Application
Dear Property Owner:

The provisions for the property tax exemption for disabled American Veterans are allowed under the General Property Tax Act, MCL 211.7b, amended by P.A. 161 of 2013. The criteria for eligibility are as follows:

1. Applicant must be an American soldier/sailor who has been discharged under honorable conditions with a service related disability.
2. The real estate must be owned and occupied as the Homestead by the applicant.

3. The applicant must meet and provide documentation for one of the following criteria: 
a. Has been determined by the United States Dept. of Veterans Affairs to be permanently and totally disabled as a result of military service and entitled to benefits at 100% rate.

b. Has a certificate from the Veterans Administration, or its successors, certifying applicant is receiving or has received pecuniary assistance due to disability for specially adapted housing.

c. Has been rated by the Dept. of Veterans Affairs to be individually unemployable.

4. An affidavit for exemption, along with disability and discharge documentation, must be filed with the local unit Assessor.

5. The affidavit and documentation must be filed ANNUALLY for consideration by one of the three Boards of Review (March, July or December).

6. The Affidavit and documentation when filed shall be open to inspection.

7. The Exemption, when granted, shall continue in favor of the un-remarried surviving spouse of a deceased eligible Veteran, for as long as the spouse shall comply with all requirements of the law.
