 FLINT CITY COUNCIL ELECTRONIC PUBLIC MEETING 

On Tuesday, March 10, 2020, Governor Whitmer declared a State of Emergency after two 

individuals were confirmed testing presumptively positive for COVID-19.  On Thursday, 

March 12, 2020, Mayor Neeley declared a local State of Emergency to exist in the City of 

Flint as a result of the threat of COVID-19.  On Sunday, March 15, 2020, effective March 

17, 2020, Mayor Neeley, based on the COVID-19 public health threat, closed City Hall to 

the public.  Michigan now has 549 confirmed COVID-19 cases.  Based on the White House 

guidelines issued on March 16, 2020, it is recommended that, over the next 15 days, people 

not gather in groups larger than 10 in order to “flatten” the curve and slow the spread of 

the virus.  Therefore, in accordance with Governor Whitmer’s Executive Order 2020-15 

promoting public health, welfare and safety, and allowing for electronic public meetings, 

the following meeting is scheduled electronically:

c. Each participant will be called to join the meeting to speak; 

d. Each speaker will be put into a queue to speak during public 

speaking; 

e. The City Clerk will state the name of the speaker; 

f. The speaker will be unmuted;   

g. The public speaker should state and spell name their name and 

be allowed 3 minutes for public speaking;
